The following information may help answer this questioné.. 

One important value is the consistent quality of our  water. This is accomplished 

by frequent, certified lab testing. The Consumer Confidence Report is provided 

annually to all citizens reporting on the water quality standards. The Village of 

Sauk City has had a consistently perfect rating in all required categories. 

Another important value is that our municipal water supply systems are always 

available at the tap upon demand. Through our water tower, our reservoir, and fire 

hydrantsï water is always available for emergency responses, such as fires. 

We also have a certified Operations Staff. Our Operations Crew provides efficient 

service, continual maintenance, and is on call around the clock in case of need.

PLANTING A TREE? 

 

If you are thinking about planting trees in the Spring/Summerï here are some points that you will want to know.  

On corner lots, no tree or shrub shall be planted within 20 feet from the point of the intersection of the curb lines of  

intersecting streets. 

On lots containing less than a 75 foot frontage, not more than one tree per lot frontage shall be planted. 

On side yard banks, not more than 2 trees per 120 feet of frontage shall be planted, and the same shall not be 

nearer than 20 feet to the intersection.  

No tree, shrub or flower may be planted within any street right-of-way. 

No person shall plant or maintain within the Village any Cottonwood or Box Elder trees. Such trees are declared a 

nuisance.
